mobilizing the patient
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Work Related Injury

* Any patient injury related to the use or non-use of SPH equipment
MUST be reported into the Safety Intelligence System

« All staff injuries that are attributed to the use or non-use of SPH

equipment MUST be documented on the Employee Incident Report
